The Israelites Oppressed

there’s war, they won’t join our enemies and leave.” 11They appointed taskmasters and subjected
the Israelites to hard labor. They built storage cities for Pharaoh: Pithom and Raamses. 2But the
more they mistreated them, the more they multiplied and spread. The Egyptians were afraid of

them [13 ] 143nd made their lives miserable, making bricks and mortar and laboring in the fields.
Ex 1:8-14

I5The king told the Hebrew midwives Shiphrah and Puah, 16“when you're helping the
Hebrew women on the birth stool, kill the boys.” "But the midwives respected God and let them
live. 8The king called them in and asked, “Why have you let the boys live?”

Y “Hebrew women aren’t like Egyptian women. They deliver quickly before midwives can
get there.” ®God was good to the midwives, and the people kept multiplying. 2'Because the
midwives respected God, he gave them families of their own. 2Pharaoh kept telling his people to
throw the boys in the Nile but keep the girls. Ex 1:15-22

The Birth of Moses

2:1A descendant from Levi married a woman from Levi, Zand she had a son. When she
saw he was such a handsome baby, she hid him for three months. 3When she couldn’t hide him
anymore, she got a papyrus reed basket and covered it with tar. She put him in it and set it in the
reeds by the bank of the Nile. “His sister stood a distance away to see what would happen to him.
SPharaoh’s daughter came down to bathe at the Nile with her attendants. As she walked along the
river, she saw the basket in the reeds and had her maid bring it fo her.

SWhen she opened it, she saw the baby crying and felt sorry for him, “This is one of the
Hebrews’ babies.”
"Then his sister asked her, “Do you want me to call a Hebrew nurse for you?”

8Go ahead.”



She went and called his mother.

%Pharaoh’s daughter said, “Nurse him for me, and I'll pay you.” 10he grew and she took
him to Pharaoh’s daughter, and he became her son. She named him Moses because she ‘pulled
him out’ of the water. Ex 2:1-10

Moses Flees from Egypt

When Moses grew up, he went out to his relatives and looked at their hard labor. He saw
an Egyptian beating a Hebrew. '*He looked around and saw nobody was there; he struck down
the Egyptian and hid him in the sand. "*He went out the next day, and two Hebrews were fighting.
He asked the one that started it, “Why are you hitting your friend?”

Y“Who made you a ruler or judge over us? Are you going to kill me like you did that
Egyptian?”

Moses was afraid, “Clearly, people know what I did.”

ISWhen Pharaoh heard about it, he tried to execute Moses, but he fled to Midian.
Ex 2:11-15

He sat down by a well. 16The priest in Midian had seven daughters that came to draw
water and fill the troughs for their father’s flock. ’Some other shepherds came and drove them
away, but Moses got up and helped them and watered their flock. BWhen they went to their

father Reuel/Jethro, he asked,

“How did you get back so soon today?”
ey Egyptian protected us from the shepherds. He even drew water for the flock.”
N “Where is he? Why did you leave him behind? Invite him to have something to eat.”

2Moses was willing to live with the man, and he gave him his daughter Zipporah. 228he
had a son he named Gershom, “Because I've been a ‘foreigner’ in a foreign country.” Ex 2:16-22

2 After a long time, that king of Egypt died. The Israclites groaned under the slavery.
They cried out and their call for help went up to God. 24He heard their groaning and remembered

“Have a safe trip.”

Yyahveh told Moses in Midian, “Go back to Egypt. The men that were trying to kill you
are dead.”

20Moses put his wife and sons on a donkey and left with God’s staff.
2y ahveh told him,
“When you get to Egypt, perform the wonders for Pharaoh that I've made

you able to do, but I'll harden his heart so he won't let the people go. 2Then tell

him that Yahveh says, ‘Israel is my son, my firstborn. BI've told you to let him go

so he can serve me,’ but you 've refused. So I'll kill your son, your firstborn.’”

2Ata place where they stayed on the way, Yahveh met him and threatened to put him to
death. 23Zipporah took a flint and cut off her son’s foreskin and threw it at Moses’ feet. She said,
‘You 're a bloody groom 26(because of the circumcision)!” So God let him alone. Ex 4:18-26

2Ty ahveh told Aaron, “Go meet Moses in the open country.” He met him at the mountain
of God and kissed him. 2Moses told him what Yahveh had sent him to do. 2They gathered
Israel’s elders, >%and Aaron told them everything Yahveh had told Moses. Moses performed the



signs for the people, Hand they believed. When they heard Yahveh cared about them and had
seen their adversity, they bowed low in worship. Ex 4:27-31

Moses and Aaron Speak to Pharaoh

51 A fter that, Moses and Aaron went to Pharaoh, “Yahveh, Israel’s God, says to let his
people go so they can celebrate a festival to him in the open country.”

2pharaoh said, “Who is Yahveh that I should obey him? I don’t know him. I'm not going to
let them go.”

3They said,

“The God of the Hebrews has met with us. Let us go a three-day’s journey into open
country to sacrifice to Yahveh our God so he won't fall on us with disease or sword.”

“The king said,

“Moses and Aaron, why are you trying to pull the people away from their work? Get back

to work! SLook at how many there are, and you want them to stop working!”’

Making Bricks Without Straw

That same day Pharaoh told the taskmasters and their foremen,

"“Don’t give them straw anymore to make bricks. They can gather their own straw! 8But
don’t reduce their quota. They're lazy, so they’re crying out, ‘Let us go sacrifice to our God.’
%Give them more work so they won't get false ideas in their heads.” Ex 5:1-9

T he taskmasters and their foremen went out to the people, “Pharaoh says he’s not going
to give you straw anymore. UGer your own wherever you can find it, but your quota will stay the
same. "*The people scattered out across Egypt to gather stubble. 13The taskmasters pressed them,
“Make your daily quota like when you had straw.” 4What’s more, Pharaoh’s taskmasters beat

the Israelite foremen that they’d set over them, “Why haven’t you completed your required
amount yesterday or today?” Ex 5:10-14

I5The Israelite foremen came and appealed to Pharaoh, “Why are you treating us like this?
8Wwe don’t have any straw, but they keep telling us to make bricks! They re beating us, but it’s
your own people’s fault.”

7“You're lazy, very lazy. That’s why you want me to let you go sacrifice to Yahveh. BGet
to work. You won't be given any straw, but you still have to make your quotas.”

OThe foremen saw they were in trouble. 20When they left him, they met Moses and
Aaron, waiting for them. 'They said, “Yahveh condemn you! You've made us offensive to
Pharaoh and his officers! You ve put a sword in their hand to kill us!” Ex 5:15-21

22Moses went back to Yahveh and said,

“Why hurt the people? Why send me? BSince I spoke to Pharaoh in your name, he’s been
hurting them more. You haven't delivered them at all.”



Promise of Deliverance
6:'Yahveh told Moses,

“Now you’ll see what I'll do to Pharaoh. He’ll have to let them go. I’ll
make him send them out of his country. 2I'm Yahveh. 31 appeared to Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob as ‘God Almighty’ [El-Shaddai]. I didn’t make myself known to
them by my name ‘Yahveh.’ I made a covenant with them to give them Canaan,
where they were living as nomads. °I've heard the Israelites’ groaning because the
Egyptians are holding them in slavery, and I've remembered my covenant.

*Moses told the people, but they wouldn’t listen. They were beat down by the cruel
slavery.

2Byt Moses said, “They haven't listened to me. Why would Pharaoh listen to me? [’'m not
a good speaker.”
Byahveh gave Moses and Aaron a charge for Pharaoh and the people of Israel about

getting the Israelites out of Egypt. Ex 6:10-13

2Say what 1 tell you, and Aaron will tell Pharaoh to let Israel leave
his country. 3But I'll harden his heart so I can multiply my signs and wonders.
“When he won't listen to you, I'll lay my hand on Egypt and take out my
people with tremendous acts of judgment. SThe Egyptians will know I'm

Yahveh.”
%Moses and Aaron did what he said. "Moses was 80 and Aaron was 83 when they spoke to
Pharaoh. Ex 6:28-7:7

8Yahveh told Moses and Aaron, * “When Pharaoh says to work a miracle, throw down
your staff, and it’ll become a snake.” 10They went to Pharaoh. Aaron threw down his staff for
him and his officers 7o see, and it became a snake. 'Pharaoh called the wise men and sorcerers,
and the Egyptian magicians did the same thing with magic. 2Each one threw down his staff, and

it also turned into a snake. But Aaron’s staff swallowed up theirs. Bpharaoh’s heart was still
hardened, and he wouldn’t listen. Ex 7:8-13

“Pharaoh is stubborn and refuses to let the people go. SIn the morning, go
meet him on the bank of the Nile. Take the staff that turned into a snake 18and say,
‘Yahveh God of the Hebrews sent me, “Let my people go to serve me in the open
country,” but you’ve ignored me. This is how you'll know I'm Yahveh: I'll strike
the water in the Nile with my staff, and it’ll turn to blood. 87he fish will die, and
it’ll stink. The Egyptians won’t be able to drink it.”””

YThen Yahveh said to Moses,




“Have Aaron hold his staff out over the water in Egypt’s rivers, canals,
pools, and reservoirs so it will turn to blood. There will be blood everywhere in
Egypt, even in wood and stone containers.” Ex 7:14-19

20Moses and Aaron did that. He struck the water in the Nile with his staff for Pharaoh and
his officers 7o see, and the water turned to blood. 2'The fish in the Nile died, and it stunk. The
Egyptians couldn’t drink it. There was blood everywhere in Egypt. 22But the Egyptian magicians
did the same thing with their magic. Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he wouldn’t listen.

2pharaoh returned to his palace without concerning himself with that either. 2The
Egyptians dug along the Nile for water because they couldn’t drink the water in it. A week
went by.

SThen Yahveh said to Moses, “Tell Aaron to hold his staff out over the rivers, canals, and
pools, and make frogs come up all over the ground.” %Aaron held his hand out over the water,
and frogs came up and covered the whole country. "The magicians did the same thing with their
magic, and made frogs come up on the ground everywhere in Egypt. Ex 8:1-7
8pharaoh called for Moses and Aaron, “Ask Yahveh to take the frogs away,; I'll let the

people go sacrifice to him.’

*Moses asked, “When should I ask for the frogs to leave you and your houses, and be only

in the Nile?”
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Tomorrow.’

“All right; so you can know there’s nobody like Yahveh our God, Uthe frogs will leave
everywhere except in the Nile.”

2Moses left Pharaoh and called out to Yahveh about the frogs. Byahveh did what he
asked; the frogs died in the houses, courts, and fields. #They piled them up and the country
reeked. >When Pharaoh saw relief, he hardened his heart and wouldn’t listen. Ex 8:8-15

The Plague of Gnats
16y ahveh told Moses, “Tell Aaron to strike the dust on the ground with his staff so it
becomes gnats everywhere in Egypt.” 1He struck it, and it became gnats everywhere in Egypt.

BThe magicians tried with their magic to bring gnats, but they couldn’t. There were gnats on



people and animals. "The magicians told Pharaoh, “This is the finger of God.” But Pharaoh
hardened his heart and wouldn’t listen. Ex 8:16-19

The Plague of Flies
20y ahveh told Moses,
“Get up early and present yourself to Pharaoh when he comes out to the
water. Tell him Yahveh says to let his people go so they can serve him. lef you
don’t, he’ll send swarms of flies on you, your officers, your people, and in your
houses. They’ll infest the Egyptians’ houses and cover the ground. 22But he won'’t
send them on Goshen, where his people live. You’ll know he’s in the land. BHe'll
distinguish his people from yours tomorrow.’”
24yahveh did that. Huge swarms of insects were in Pharaoh’s palace and his officers’

houses. They covered the ground everywhere in Egypt. 2SPharaoh called for Moses and Aaron,

“Go sacrifice to your God inside the country.” Ex 8:20-25
268t Moses said,

“That won’t work. We’'d be sacrificing to Yahveh our God what’s
detestable to Egyptians. Wouldn't they stone us? TWe have to go a three-day’s
Jjourney into the open country and sacrifice to Yahveh like he said.”

Bpharaoh said, “I'll let you go so you can sacrifice to Yahveh your God in the

countryside. But you can’t go very far. Pray for me.’

PMoses said, “I'm leaving; I'll pray to Yahveh that the swarms of insects will leave
tomorrow. But you must not lie again and not let the people go sacrifice to him*.”
Moses left and prayed to Yahveh, Mand he took the swarms away completely. 2But

Pharaoh hardened his heart that time too and wouldn’t let the people go. Ex 8:26-32

The Plague on Livestock
9:1yahveh told Moses,
“Go tell Pharaoh, ‘Yahveh God of the Hebrews says to let his people go so
they can serve him. 2]f you keep holding them, 3he'll bring a severe plague on
your livestock in the pasture—horses, donkeys, camels, herds, and flocks. 4But

he’ll distinguish Israel’s livestock from Egypt’s. Nothing will die that belongs to
the Israelites.’”

SYahveh set a time, “I’ll do that in the country tomorrow.” The next day he did it.
Livestock in Egypt died, but none of the Israclites’ livestock died. "Pharaoh sent to find out that
not a one of the Israelites’ livestock died, but he hardened his heart and wouldn’t let the people
go. Ex 9:1-7

The Plague of Boils
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8y ahveh told Moses and Aaron,
“Take handfuls of ashes out of a kiln and throw them up in the air in front

of Pharaoh. T, hey’ll become fine dust all over Egypt, and make boils break out

with sores on people and animals everywhere in the country.”

10They took ashes out of a kiln and stood in front of Pharaoh. Moses threw them up in the
air, and they made boils break out in sores on people and animals. UThe magicians couldn’t
withstand Moses because of the boils. They came on the magicians as well as all the Egyptians.
12y ahveh hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he wouldn’t listen. Ex 9:8-12

13y ahveh told Moses,

“Get up early, present yourselves to Pharaoh and tell him, ‘Yahveh God of
the Hebrews says, “Let my people go so they can serve me. YThis time I'll send my
plagues on you, your officers, and your people so you can know there’s nobody on
earth like me. lslf I'd struck you and your people with a deadly plague, you
wouldn’t be here 1® 1o see my power and to make myself known all over the world.
TYou still rise up against my people and won’t let them go. 8 gbout this time
tomorrow, I'll send heavy hail beyond anything Egypt has ever had. 19Bring inside
whatever livestock you have in the pasture. People and animals will die that are

not inside.
2pharaoh’s officers that respected Yahveh made their servants and livestock get under
shelter. 2'Those who didn’t pay attention left them out in the open. Ex 9:13-21
22yahveh told Moses, “Hold your hand toward the sky so hail will fall on the people,
animals, and plants out in the open everywhere in Egypt.” He pointed his staff at the sky, and
Yahveh sent thunder and hail, and lightning struck the ground. 2There was really severe hail and
lightning flashing continually in the hail, like nothing that had ever happened in Egypt since it
became a nation. 2>The hail struck everything that was out in the open everywhere in Egypt—
people, animals, plants in the field, and shattered the trees. 26Only in Goshen, where the Israelites
lived, there wasn’t any hail. Ex 9:22-26
2TPharaoh sent for Moses and Aaron, “I’ve sinned this time. Yahveh is right; my people
and I are wrong. 28Pmy to him. We’ve had enough of his thunder and hail. I'll let you go for

He turned and left. "Pharaoh’s officials said, “How long will that man hold us hostage?
Let the men go so they can serve Yahveh their God. Can’t you see that Egypt’s destroyed?”

8Pharaoh brought Moses and Aaron back, “Go serve Yahveh your God! Who are going?”

"Moses said, “We'll all go with our flocks and herds to hold a festival to Yahveh.”

W0-Upparaoh said, “Oh, no! Yahveh help you if I ever let you and your little ones
go! Don’t tempt me; you have ulterior motives. The men among you can go serve Yahveh. That’s
what you 've been asking for.”

Pharaoh drove them out. Ex 10:1-11

2Then Yahveh told Moses, “Hold your hand out over Egypt; locusts will come up on the
land and eat the plants the hail left.” *He held his staff out over Egypt, and Yahveh made an east
wind blow all that day and night. In the morning, it brought the locusts, M4and they landed
everywhere. There had never been so many, and there never would be again. > They covered the

Yahveh told Moses, “Pharaoh won't listen; so I'll multiply my wonders in Egypt.”

“Butcher a Passover lamb for each family. 22Dip a bunch of hyssop in the
blood that’s in the basin and apply it to the lintel and doorposts. Don’t anyone go
outside till morning. BYahveh will pass through to strike down the Egyptians.
When he sees the blood on the lintel and doorposts, he’ll pass over and not let the
destroyer come in to strike you. [24] SWhen you go into the land Yahveh gives
you, observe this rite. 26When your children ask you what it means, 2tell them it’s

a Passover sacrifice to Yahveh, who “passed over” the Israelites’ houses when he

struck the Egyptians.’

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The people bowed low in worship 284and did what Yahveh commanded Moses and Aaron.

Ex 12:21-28
YAt midnight Yahveh struck the firstborn in Egypt—the firstborn of Pharaoh on the
throne, the firstborn of captives in the dungeon, the firstborn livestock. 3pharaoh, his officers,

and all the Egyptians got up during the night. There was a great outcry in Egypt; every home had
someone die.

3The Israelites traveled from Rameses to Succoth, about 600,000 men on foot plus
women and children. A mixed crowd of non-Israelites went with them along with flocks and
herds, a very large number of livestock. *The dough they brought out of Egypt they baked into

flat cakes of bread without yeast. It had no yeast in it because they were driven out and couldn’t
delay. They hadn’t prepared supplies.

The Israclites lived in Egypt 430 years. 4'At the end of 430 years to the day, the hosts
of Yahveh left Egypt. s a night Israelites observe to him throughout their generations for
bringing them out of Egypt. Ex 12:37-42

Instructions for Passover

“This is the ordinance about the Passover: no foreigner can eat it, “hut
every man’s slave purchased with money can eat it after you've circumcised him.

prevailed; when he let it come down, Amalek prevailed. 2Byt his hands got heavy; so they put a
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boulder under him to sit on; Aaron and Hur supported his hands. His hands were steady till
sundown. Joshua outfought Amalek and his people with the sword.

4Then Yahveh told Moses, “Write this in a scroll to remember. Tell Joshua I’ll
completely wipe out the memory of Amalek.” 5Moses built an altar and named it Yahveh Is My

Banner [Yahveh -nissi). ®He said, “Yahveh has sworn he’ll be at war with Amalek endlessly.”

Jethro Visits Moses

18:Jethro/Reuel, priest in Midian, Moses’ father-in-law, heard what all God had done for
Moses and his people in bringing them out of Egypt. 2He’d taken Moses’ wife Zipporah after
Moses sent her away 3with her two sons Gershom (because he said, “I've been a ‘foreigner’ in a
foreign land”) 4and Eliezer (because he said, “My father’s ‘God helped’ me, and delivered me from
Pharaoh’s sword”). >%Jethro/Reuel came to Moses with his wife and two sons, where Moses
camped at the mountain of God. ®He sent word that he was bringing them. "Moses went out to
meet him, bowed and kissed him. They asked each other how they were doing and went into the
tent. 3Moses told him what all Yahveh had done to Pharaoh and the Egyptians for Israel’s sake,
the hardships they’d had on the journey, and how Yahveh had delivered them. ®Jethro/Reuel was
overjoyed at Yahveh’s goodness to Israel. OHe said,

“Bless Yahveh that delivered you from Pharaoh and the Egyptians’
control. "Now I know heY is greater than all other gods. He proved it when they
dealt arrogantly against the people. ”

R2Jethro/Reuel brought a burnt offering and sacrifices for God, and Aaron came with the
elders to eat a meal with him in God’s presence. Ex 18:1-12

BThe next day Moses sat judging the people. They stood around him from morning till
evening. 14When Jethro/Reuel saw what he was doing, he asked,
“What are you doing? Why sit to judge so many people by yourself from morning to

evening:

IS, hey come to me to ask God. 1 hen they have a dispute, I decide between them, and

teach them God'’s laws and statues.’

7 “That’s not good. BYou and the people will both wear out. Your job’s too big.

20He made the upright boards out of acacia wood, Yeach one 15ft x 27in. *2Each board
had a mortise and tenon so they’d fit together. 2*He made 20 boards for the south side >*with 40
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silver bases under the 20 boards. 2>26He did the same for the north side. 2’He made 6 boards for
the back, the west end of the Tabernacle. 281e made 2 boards for the corners of the Tabernacle in
the back; 2°they were double underneath. Together they were complete to the top—to the first
ring. He did the same for the other corner. 3*There were 8 boards with their 16 bases—2 under
each board. Ex 36:20-30

31He formed bars out of acacia wood, 5 for each side of the Tabernacle 323nd 5 for the
back of it.

“He shaped poles out of acacia wood overlaid with gold 3and put them in the rings for
carrying it.
He formed a mercy seat out of pure gold: 45 x 27in. "It had 2 hammered gold cherubs

for the ends of the mercy seat, 8and were one piece with it. *Their wings spread upward,
covering the mercy seat and facing each other. Ex 37:1-9

The Table

Then he made the table out of acacia wood, 36 x 18 x 27in high. He overlaid it with
pure gold, put a molding around it, 2formed a rim for it a hand’s width, and a gold molding for
the rim. *He cast 4 gold rings for the bottom 4 corners H¢lose to the rim for holding the poles

that carried the table. "*He shaped the poles out of acacia wood overlaid with gold. 1®Out of pure
gold he fashioned the utensils for the table: dishes, pans, bowls, and jars for pouring liquid
offerings.

The Lampstand

1"He formed the lampstand out of pure hammered gold with its base, shaft, cups, bulbs,
and flowers as one piece. 8There were 6 branches, 3 coming out of each side. Y71t had cups
shaped like almond blossoms, a bulb, and a flower on each branch. 200n the lampstand there

were 4 cups shaped like almond blossoms, its bulbs, and its flowers. There was a bulb under
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each of the three pairs of branches coming out of the lampstand. *Their bulbs and branches were
one piece with the lampstand; the whole thing was a single hammered work of pure gold. 2B0ut

of pure gold he formed its 7 lamps with its snuffers and trays. 24He fashioned it and its utensils
out of 75% lbs 2@t of pure gold. Ex 37:17-24

The Altar of Incense
2SHe made the altar of incense out of acacia wood: 18 x 18 x 36in high. Its horns were

one piece with it. 26He overlaid its top, sides, and horns with pure gold; and made a gold molding
around it. ’For each side under its molding he made two gold rings to hold the poles for carrying

it. 2He fashioned the poles out of acacia wood overlaid with gold. 2He made the holy anointing
oil and pure fragrant incense out of spices—an incense maker’s work. Ex 37:25-29

The Altar of Burnt Offering
38:!Then he built the altar for burnt offering out of acacia wood: 7% x 7% x 4%ft high.

2He formed horns on its four corners one piece with it and overlaid it with bronze. *He made

bronze utensils for the altar: pails, shovels, basins, meat hooks, and fire pans. “He fashioned a
bronze grating under the edge of the altar that reached halfway up, Sand cast 4 rings for the 4
ends of the grating to hold the poles. He formed the poles out of acacia wood overlaid with

bronze, "and inserted them into the rings for carrying it. He made it hollow with planks.

2He made the ephod out of gold; blue, purple, and scarlet material; and finely twined
linen. 3’They hammered out gold sheets and cut them into threads that were woven in with the
blue, purple, and scarlet material; and the fine linen—an artisan’s work. 4They made attaching
shoulder pieces for the ephod—attached at the two upper ends. >The skillfully woven band on it
had the same workmanship: gold; blue, purple, and scarlet material; and finely twined linen.
6They made the onyx stones, set in delicate gold ornamentation. They engraved the onyx stones
like the engravings on a signet, showing the names of Israel’s sons.

2They made 2 gold rings for the bottom of the 2 shoulder pieces of the ephod, on the
front of it, close to where it joined, above the woven band of the ephod. 21They bound the pouch

to the rings of the ephod with a blue cord so it could be on the woven band of the ephod, and the
pouch wouldn’t come loose from the ephod.

3out of it Moses, Aaron, and his sons washed their hands and feet 32\when they went into the
Tent of Meeting to approach the altar;

So Moses finished the work.

The Glory of the LORD

3Then the cloud covered the Tent of Meeting, and Yahveh’s glory filled the Tabernacle.
3Moses couldn’t go into the Tent of Meeting because the cloud had settled on it, and Yahveh’s
glory of Yahveh filled it. 3*During their travels, whenever the cloud rose up from the Tabernacle,

the Israelites would move out. ¥If it didn’t rise up, they’d stay till it did. 3The cloud was on the
Tabernacle during the day; fire was in it at night where Israel could see it. Ex 40:28-38
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
