True, they're plotting to attack Judah and install Tabeel as king there. ™9But
that’s not going to happen. Syria’s headquarters is in Damascus, led by Rezin,
Ephraim’s headquarters is in Samaria, led by Remaliah. Just trust me, and I’ll
make you outlast them. In 65 years, Ephraim will be shattered, no longer a
people.” Is 7:1-9
Oy ahveh spoke to Ahaz again, e hsk me for a sign that’s as deep as Sheol or as high as
heaven.”
