us Jesus Christ, 3who also will-continue-to-confirm you to (the) end blameless in the day of-the
Lord of-us Jesus Christ. 9[The] God (is) faithful through whom you-were-called into (the)
fellowship of-the Son of-him Jesus Christ the Lord of-us.

1Now I-beseech you, brothers, through the name of-the Lord of-us Jesus Christ in-order-
that you-may-say the same-thing and no divisions my-be among you, but you-may-be united in
the same mind and in the same purpose. 'For it-was-made-evident to-me about you, my
brothers, by the-ones of-Chloe that quarrels are among you. 2Now I-say this, that. each of-you is
saying, “I am of-Paul,” and “I (am) of-Apollos,” and “I (am) of-Cephas,” and “I (am) of Christ.”
BHasd Christ Lbeen-divided-up? Paul wasd not'” Lerucified for you, ‘‘was-he? Or you-
wered not'? Lbaptized in the name of-Paul, “‘were-you? I-am-thankful [to-[the] God]™ that I-

baptized nobody of-you except? Crispus and Gaius,
that you-were-baptized in [the] my name. '®And I also Ldid-baptize the household of-
Stephanus. Besides I-do- not Lknow whether I-baptized any other. "For Christ did< not Lsend
me to-perform-baptisms, but to-preach-the-good-news, not in wisdom of-word[s] in-order-that
the cross of-[the] Christ might- not Lbe-reduced.
8Eor the word [the] of-the cross is foolishness to-the-ones perishing on-the-one-hand,

but it-is (the) power of-God to-the-ones being-saved. For it-has-been-written,

“I-will-destroy the wisdom of-the wise,

and the understanding of-the understanding-ones I-will-nullify/set-aside.”

20Where (is the) wise(-one)? Where (is the) scribe? Where (is the) skillful-reasoner of-this [the]
world? [The] God made-foolish the wisdom of-the world, has-he-not? 2!For when in [the]
wisdom of-[the] God the world didJ not Lknow [the] God by [the] wisdom, [the] God was-well-
pleased by the ‘foolishness’ of-the thing-preached to-save the-ones believing. 22For also Jews
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ask-for signs and Greeks seek wisdom; Bhut we preach Christ crucified, to-Jews, on-the-one-
hand, (a) stumbling block, and-on-the-other-hand to-Gentiles foolishness, 240 them the-ones
called both Jews and Greeks, Christ (the) power of-God and wisdom of-God, 2Specause the
foolishness of-[the] God is wiser than-[the] men and the weakness of-[the] God (is) stronger
than-[the] men.

26For you-see the calling of-you, brothers, that not many wise, not many mighty, not
many of-notable-birth. 27But the foolishness of-the world [the] God chose, in-order-that he-
might-putd the wise Lto-shame; and the weaknesses of-the world [the] God chose, in-order-that
he-might-put the wise Lto-shame; 2%and the insignificant-things of-the world and the despised-
things [the] God chose, the-things not being, in-order-that the-things being he-might-nullify,
2in-order-that every flesh mayJ not Lboast before [the] God. 30But from him you are in Christ
Jesus, who became (the) wisdom of-us from God, both righteousness and sanctification and

redemption, lin-order-that even-as it-has-been-written, “Let the-one boasting Lboast in the

Lord.”

2:'And-I, having-come to you, brothers, I-didd not Lcome according-to superiority of-
word or wisdom, proclaiming to-you the mystery of-[the] God. 2For I-didd not Ldetermine to-
know anything among you except® Jesus Christ and this-one crucified. 3And-I in weakness and
in fear and in much trembling was with you, 4and the word of-me and the proclamation of-me
(were) not in persuasive words, but in demonstration of-spirit and power, “in-order-that the faith
of-you might not Lbe in (the) wisdom of-men, but in (the) power of-God.

But we-speak wisdom among the mature, (a) wisdom not of-this [the] world nor of-the
rulers of-this [the] world, the-ones passing-away. 'But we-speak (the) wisdom of-God
predestined before the ages to (the) glory of-us, 8which nobody of-the rulers of-this [the]
world/age knew. For if they-had-known, they-wouldd not Lhave-crucified the Lord of-[the]
glory. %But even-as it-has-been-written,

“What-things eye did- not Lsee, and ear did- not Lhear,

and it-did- not Loccur to (the) heart of-man

what-things [the] God prepared for-the-ones loving him.”
0Byt [the] God revealed (them) to-us by the Spirit, for the Spirit examines all-things, even the
deep-things of-[the] God. "Eor who of-men knows the-things of-[the] man except? the spirit of-
[the] man the-one in him? So also the-things of-[the] God nobody knows/knew except? the Spirit
of-[the] God. *But we didd not Lreceive the spirit of-the world, but the Spirit [the] from [the]
God, in-order-that we-might-come-to-know the-things graciously-given to-us by [the] God;
13Which-things we- also Lspeak, not in taught words of-human wisdom, but in (words) taught by-
(the)-Spirit, explaining spiritual-things with-spiritual-(words). “But (a) natural man
does not Laccept the-things of-the Spirit of-[the] God, for they-are foolishness to-him, and they-

ared not Lable to-come-to-know (them) because they-are spiritually Lexamined. 'SBut the
spiritual (man) examines all [the]™ things, but he himself isd not Lexamined by anybody. 18Ry

31 And-1, brothers, wasd not Lable to-speak to-you as spiritual but as physical, as infants
in Christ. 2I-gave—l you milk Lto-drink, not solid-food. For you-are still physical, for where
jealousy and strife (are) among you, are not you fleshly and walk according-to man? 4For when

anybody (of you) says, “I am of-Paul,” and another (says), “I (am) of-Apollos,” are-you not
men? SWhat then is Apollos? And what is Paul? Ministers by whom you-came-to-believe, and
to-each as the Lord gave. 6I-planted, Apollos watered, but God made-(it)-grow. 'So neither is
the-one planting anything, nor the-one watering, but God the-One making-(it)-grow. $Now the-
one planting and the-one watering are one, but each will-receive [the] his-own pay according-to
[the] his-own work. *For we-are fellow-workers of-God; you are God’s field, God’s building.
10According-to the grace of-[the] God [the] given to-me as (a) wise general-contractor I-
laid (a) foundation, and another builds-on (it). But letd each Lwatch how he builds-on (it). 'For
nobody is-able to-lay another foundation than the-one laid, which is Jesus Christ. 2And if
anybody builds on the foundation gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, Bihe work of-
each will-become evident, for the day will-make-(it)-clear, because it-will-be-reveled by fire.
And what-kind the work of-each is the fire itself will-test. 14If the work of-anybody will-remain
that he-build-on (the foundation), he-will-receive pay. 'If the work of-anybody will-be-burned-
up, he-will-suffer-loss, but he himself will-be-saved, but so as by fire. 16Do-youknow that you-
are (a) temple of-God and the Spirit of-[the] God lives in you? g anybody destroys the temple
of-[the] God, [the] God will-destroy this-one. For the temple of-[the] God is holy, which you are.
Let nobody Ldeceive himself. If anybody thinks (himself) to-be wise among you in this

[the] age/world, let-him-become foolish in-order-that he-might-become wise. For it-has-been-
written,

“(He is) the One catching the wise in the craftiness of-them,”
Wand again,

“(The) Lord knows the reasonings of-the wise that they-are empty.”
2156-that let< nobody Lboast in men. For all-things are of-you, 22\hether Paul, whether Apollos,
whether Cephas, whether (the) world, whether life, whether death, whether things-present,
whether things-to-come. 23Y ou (are) of-Christ, and Christ (is) of-God.

4'In-this-way letd (a) man Lconsider us: as ministers of-Christ and stewards of-(the)-
mysteries of-God. ’Here beyond-that it-is-required in [the] stewards that (a) person be-found

reliable. 3But to-me it-is (a) very-small-thing that I-should-be-examined by you or by (a) human
court; indeed I-do- not-even Ljudge myself. I-am-aware-ofd nothing Lagainst myself, but I-
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do not Lstand-justified by this; but the-One examining me is (the) Lord. SSo-that do- not Ljudge
anything ahead-of time until the Lord comes, who also will-bring-to-light hidden-things of-[the]

For
I-think [the] God commended us [the] apostles last as sentenced-to-death, because we-became
(a) spectacle to-the world and to-angels and to-men. '®We (are) fools on-account-of Christ, but
you (are) wise in Christ. We (are) weak; but you (are) strong. You (are) distinguished (people),
but we (are) without-honor. 'Up-to the present hour we- both Lhunger and thirst and are-poorly-
clothed and are-harassed and homeless; 2and we-labor, working with-[the] our hands. Insulted,
we-bless; persecuted, we-endure; 13slandered, we-speak-words-of-encouragement. We-became
like the rubbish of-the world, (the) scum of-all-things till now.

M4Not shaming you, do-I-write these-things, but as my beloved children to-admonishing.
I5por if you-have countless instructors in Christ, but not many fathers. For in Christ Jesus I
became-your-father through the gospel. I I[-urge you, be imitators of-me. 70On-account-of this

I-sent you Timothy, who is my beloved and faithful child in (the) Lord, who will
remindd you Lof the ways of-me [the] in Christ Jesus, even-as everywhere I-teach in every

church. '® Now some were-conceited as I not coming to you. YBut I-will-come to you soon if the
Lord wills, and I-till-know, not the word of-the-ones conceited, but the power. 2°For the kingdom
of-[the] God (is) in word, but in power. 21What do-you-want? Should-I-come with (a)
rod to you, or in love and (a) spirit of-gentleness?

S’ISexual-immorality is actually Lreported among you, and such immorality that (is) not

name of-the Lord [of-us]™ Jesus, you having-been-assembled and [the] my spirit with the power
of-the Lord of-us Jesus, >deliver such-(a person) to-[the] Satan for (the) destruction of-the flesh,
in-order-that the spirit may-be-saved in the day of-the Lord. ®The pride of-you (is) not good. Do-
you- not Lknow that (a) little yeast leavens the whole lump? Clean-out the old yeast in-order-
Othat you-may-be (a) new lump, even-as you-are unleavened, for also Christ the Passover of-us
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was sacrificed. 8So let-us celebrate-the-festival, not with old yeast nor with yeast of-evil and
wickedness, but with unleavened (bread) of-sincerity and truth.

-wrote to-you in the/my letter not to associate-with immoral-people, 10;-all (meaning)
with-[the] immoral-people of-[the] this world or with covetous-people and swindlers or idolaters,
because you-would-have then Lbeen-obligated to-leave [from] the world. Byt now I-wrote to-
you not to-associate if (a) certain (man) named (a) brother is (an) immoral-person or covetous-
person or idolater or slanderer or drunkard, not to-eat-with [the] such-(a)-person. 2For what (is)
to-me to-judge the-ones outside? Do- you not Ljudge the-ones inside? 13But the-ones outside
[the] God will-judge. “Remove (the) wicked-(man) out-of you yourselves.”

6:'Does- anybody of-you having (a) matter against the other Ldare to-go-to-law before
the unrighteous and not before the saints? 20r do-you- not Lknow that the saints will-judge the
world?

foods (are) for-the stomach and the stomach (is) for-(the) solid-foods. But [the] God will-destroy
both this and these. But the body (is) not for-[the] sexual-immorality, but for-the Lord, and the
Lord (is) for-the body. 14But [the] God both raised the Lord and he-will-raised us Lup by the
power of-him. "*Do-you not Lknow that the bodies of-you are members of-Christ?

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dod not Lprevent [the] speaking in-languages. OByt et all-things Lbe (done) properly and
according-to order.

15 "Now I-make-known to-you, brothers, the gospel that I-preached to-you, that you
also received, and in which you- also Lstand, 2and by which you-are-being-saved if you-hold-on-
firmly to which word I-preached to-you—unless? you-believed in vain. *For I-delivered to-you
among first-things, what also I-received, that Christ died for the sins of-us according-to the
scriptures, 4and that he-was-buried and that he-has-been-raised on-the third [the] day according-
to the scriptures, Sand that he-appeared to-Cephas, then to-the twelve, Sand that he-appeared to-
over five-hundred brothers at-the-same-time, of whom the more remain till now, but some fell-
asleep.

All
willH not I—sleep, but all will-be-changed, in (an) instant, in (the) blink of-(an)-eye, at the last
trumpet-blast. For the-trumpet-will-blow and the dead will-be-raised imperishable, and we-will-
be-changed. SFor it-is-necessary for-this [the] perishable to-put-on imperishableness and this
