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WOODEN LUKE

1:'Inasmuch-as many took-in-hand to-draw-up (an) account about the-things fulfilled
among us, 2even-as the-ones being eyewitnesses from (the) beginning and minsters of-the word,
3it-seemed-good to-me-also, having-traced all-things from the-beginning, to-write to-you in-
orderly-fashion, most-excellent Theophilus, 4in-order-that you-may-know the accuracy about

what words you-were-orally instructed.

SIt-happened in the days of-Herod, king of-[the] Judaea, (that there was) (a) certain priest,
Zachariah by-name, from (the) course of-Abijah, and (the) wife to-him (was) from the daughters
of-Aaron, and the name of-her (was) Elizabeth. YAnd they-were both just before [the] God, going
in all the commandments and just-requirements of-the Lord, blameless. ’And (a) child was not
to-them, because [the] Elizabeth was sterile, and both were advanced in the years of-them.

8 And it-happened in [the] his carrying-out-the priesthood-duties in the order of-the course
of-him before [the] God—9according-t0 the custom of-the priestly-office, he-was-chosen-by-lot
[the] to-offer-incense, having-entered into the sanctuary of-the Lord—"%and/that all the multitude
of-the people was praying outside at-the hour of-[the] incense-offering. And (an) angel of-
(the)-Lord appeared to-him, standing of (the) right[s] of-the altar of-[the] incense. 2And
Zachariah was-troubled, having seen (him); and fear fell on him.

3And the angel said to him,
“Dod not Lear, Zachariah, because the prayer of-you was-heard, and the

wife of-you, Elizabeth, will-bear (a)son to-you, and you-will-call the name of-him

John. ¥ 4nd he-will-be (a) joy to-you and gladness, and many will-rejoice at the

birth of-him. BEor he-will-be-great before [the]™ Lord, and he-willH certainly

not Ldrink wine and strong-beer; and he-will-be-full of-(the)-Holy Spirit even

from (the) womb of-(the)-mother of-him, 8and he-will-turn many of-the sons of-
Israel to (the) Lord the God of-them. 4nd he will-go before him in (the) spirit

and power of-Elijah, to-turn (the) hearts of-fathers to-(their)-children and (the)

disobedient-ones to (the) attitude of-(the)-righteous, to-ready (a) people prepared

for-(the)-Lord.”

18And Zachariah said to the angel, “According-to what will-I-know this? For I am (an)
old-man, and the wife of-me (is) advanced in the days of-her.”

YAnd the angel, having-answered, said to-him, “I am Gabriel, the-one standing before
the God and I-was-sent to-speak to you and to-tell-you these-things. 2 4nd behold, you-will-be
silent and not able to-speak until which day these-things happen, instead-of-which things you-
didd not Lbelieve the words of-me, which will-be-fulfilled in the time of-them.”
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21And the people were waiting-for [the] Zachariah, and they-were-being-amazed in [the]
his spending-time in the sanctuary. 22And having-come-out, he-was not Lable to-speak to-them;
and they-surmised that he-has/had-seen (a) vision in the sanctuary, and he was signaling to-them
and remained mute. >*And it-happened when the days of-the service of-him were-fulfilled, (that)
he-went-away to the house of-him. 24And after these [the] days Elizabeth the wife of-him
became-pregnant, and she-hid herself for-five months, saying 2%[that], “Thus (the) Lord has-
done to-me in-which he-looked-on (me) to-take-away (the) disgrace of-me among men.”

M dnd

behold, you-will-conceive in (the) womb and bear (a) son, and you-will-call the

name of-him Jesus. 2 This-one will-be great and will-be-called (the) Son of-(the)-

Highest, and [the] God will-give to-him the throne of-David the father of-him.

B4nd he-will-rule over the house of-Jacob unto the ages/forever’, and (an) end

of-the kingdom of-him willd not Lbe.”

3And Mary said to the angel, “How willd this Lbe, because I-do- not Yknow (a)
husband?”

35And the angel, having-answered, said to-her,

“(The) Holy Spirit will-come over you, and (the) power of-(the)-Highest

will-overshadow you. Wherefore also the holy (child) begotten will-be-called (the)

Son of-God. 34nd behold, Elizabeth the kinsman of-you—even/also she-

conceived (a) son in (the) womb of-her, and this is (the) sixth month for-her the-

one called sterile, *'because any thing willd not Lbe-impossible with [the] God.”

38And Mary said, “Behold, the servant of-(the)-Lord. May-it-become to-me according-to

3And Mary, having-arisen in [the] these days, traveled to the hill-country with haste to
(a) city of-Judah, “and she-entered into the house of-Zachariah and greeted [the] Elizabeth.
“And it-happened when [the] Elizabeth heard the salutation of-[the] Mary, (that) the baby

kicked in the womb of-her, and [the] Elizabeth was-filled-with (the) Holy Spirit. “2And she
shouted with-(a)-loud voice and said,
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“Blessed (are) you among women and blessed (is) the fruit of-the womb
of-you. B 4nd whence to-me (is) this [in-order]-that the mother of-the Lord of-me
should-come to me? **For behold, when the sound of-the salutation of-you came
into the ears of-me, the baby kicked in the womb of-me with joy. S 4And blessed is

the-one having-believed that (an) end will-be to-the-things spoken to-her from
(the) Lord.”

46And Mary said,
“The soul of-me holds the Lord Yin-high-honor,
Yand the spirit of-me rejoiced over [the] God the Savior of-me,
Bpecause he-had-regard for the humble-circumstance of-the servant of-him;
for behold, from the now all [the] generations will-bless me;
Opecause the Mighty-One did great-things for-me;
and the name of-him (is) holy.
Ndnd the mercy of-him (is) unto generations and generations
to-the-ones fearing him.
MHe-did (a) mighty-thing with (the) arm of-him;
he-scattered (the) proud in (the) vanity of-(the)-heart of-them.
52He-br0ught—d0wn powerful-ones from (their) thrones,
and he-exalted the humble-ones.
53Hungering—0nes he-filled-with good things,
and rich-ones he-sent-out empty.
54He-helped Israel, (the) child of-him,
to-remember mercy,
Seven-as he-said to the fathers of-us,
to-[the] Abraham and to the seed of-him unto the ages/forever’.”
56 And Mary stayed with her about three months, and returned to the house of-her.

STAnd the-time was-fulfilled to-[the] Elizabeth [the] for-her to-give-birth, and she-bore
(a) son. 8And the neighbors and the kinsmen of-her heard that (the) Lord was-magnifying the
mercy of-him with her, and they-were-rejoicing-with her. S And it-happened on the eighth [the]
day, they-came to-circumcise the little-child, and they-were-calling him by the name of-the
father of-him Zachariah. ®And having-responded, the mother of-him said, “No, but he-will-be-
called John.”

$1And they-said to her [that], “Nobody is out-of the kinsmen of-you who is-called by-
[the] this name.”
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62And they-starting-making-motions to-the father of-him [the] what he-would-want to-
call him. *And having-asked-for (a) tablet, he-wrote, saying, “John is (the) name of-him.” And
all were-marveling. 64And the mouth of-him was-opened immediately, and the tongue of-him
(was loosed), and he-began-to-speak, blessing [the] God. 85And fear came over all the—ones
living-around them; and in the whole hill country of-[the] Judaea, all [the] these things were-
being-talked-about. 66 And all the-ones having-heard, put (it) in the heart of-them, saying, “What
then wilH [the] this little-child Lbe? ” for (the) hand of-(the)-Lord was with him.

87And Zachariah the father of-him was-filled-with [the] Holy Spirit and prophesied,

" And you also, little-child, will-be-called (a) prophet of-(the)-Highest,
for you-will-proceed in-front-of (the) Lord to-prepare (the) way of-him,
" Ithe] to-give (the) knowledge of-salvation to-the people of-him,
in (the) forgiveness of-(the)-sins of-them,
780n-account-0f the compassions of-(the)-mercy of-God,
in whom (the) Sunrise from on high will-visit us,
Pto-show to-the-ones sitting in darkness and shadow of-death
[the] to-direct the feet of-us in (the) way of-peace.

80 And the little-child grew and became-strong in-spirit, and he-was in [the] desert-places
until (the) day of-(the)-showing of-him to [the] Israel.
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21And it-happened in [the] those days, (that) (a) decree went-out from Caesar Augustus
to-take-a-census-of all the world. 2This (was) the first census, Quirinius governing [the] Syria.
3And all were-traveling to-be-registered-in-the-census, each to [the] city of-himself. *And Joseph
also went-up from [the] Galilee from (the) town of-Nazareth into [the] Judaea into (the) city of-
David, which is-called Bethlehem, on-account-of [the] his being from (the) house and lineage of-
David, 5to-be-registered with Mary the-one betrothed to-him, being-pregnant. And it-happened
in [the] their being there, (that) the days of-[the] her giving-birth were-fulfilled, 7and she-bore

the firstborn [the] son of-her; and she-wrapped him Lin-baby-clothes and laid him in (a)
manger, because (a) place was not for-them in the inn.

8And in the same [the] region shepherds were living-outdoors and keeping watch[es] over
their flock during-the night. And (an) angel of-(the)-Lord stood-by them, and (the) glory of-
(the)-Lord shined-around them, and they-feared (a) great fear.

0And the angel said to-them, “Dod not Lbe-afiaid, for behold, I-am-

bringing you great joy that will-be to-all the people, Upecause today (a) Savior

was-born to-you that is the Lord Messiah in (the) city of-David.

BAnd suddenly (a) multitude of-(the) heavenly host came with the angel, praising

21And when eight days were-fulfilled for-[the] circumcising him, and/that the name of-
him was-called Jesus, the (name) called by the angel before [the] his being-conceived in the
womb.

22And when the days of-the purification of-them were-fulfilled according-to the Law of-

Moses, they-tooks him Lup to Jerusalem to-present (him) to-the Lord. 23Even-as it-is-written in
(the) Law of-(the)-Lord,
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“Every male opening (the) womb shall-be-called holy to-the Lord”,
2and [the] to-give (an) offering according-to the-thing having-been-said in the Law of-(the)-
Lord.

“(A) pair of-turtle-doves or two young pigeons.”

25And behold, (a) man was in Jerusalem, (the) name to-whom (was) Simeon, and [the]
this man (was) righteous and devout, waiting-for (the) liberation of-[the] Israel, and (the) Holy
Spirit was on him. 26And it-was revealed to-him by the Holy [the] Spirit not to-see death until®
he-would-see the Messiah of-(the)-Lord. 2’And he-went in the spirit into the temple, and in [the]
the parents’ entering [the] their doing-for the child Jesus according-to the accustomed-thing of-
the Law about him, *%and he received him into the/his arms and blessed [the] God and said,

P Now you-letd the servant of-you, Master,
Ldepart in peace according-to the word of-you;
Mpecause-the eyes of-me saw the salvation of-you,
3 that you-prepared according-to (the) face of-all the people,
20a) light for revelation of-Gentiles
and glory of-(the) people of-you Israel.
33And the father and the mother of-him were marveling over the-things being-said about him.
34 And Simeon blessed them and said to Mary the mother of-him, “Behold, this-One is-being-set
for (a) sign spoken-against, Band (a) sword will-pierce the soul of-you yourself—in-order-that
(the) thoughts of-many hearts may-be-revealed.”

36And there-was (a) prophetess, Hannah, daughter of-Penuel, of (the) tribe of-Asher.
This-one (was) advanced in many days, having-lived with (a) husband seven years from the
virginity of-her; 3and she (was) (a) widow until eighty four years, who didd not Leave the
temple, worshiping for-night and day with fastings and prayers. 38And at the very hour, having-
approached, she-thanks [the] God and was-speaking about him to-all the-ones waiting-for (the)
redemption of-Israel.

3¥And when they-finished all the-things according-to the Law of-(the)-Lord, they-
returned to [the] Galilee to (the) town of-themselves, Nazareth. 40And the young-child grew and
kept-becoming-strong, being-filled with-wisdom, and (the) grace of-God was on him.

Y And the parents of-him were-traveling according-to (the) year/every year to Jerusalem to-the
feast of-the Passover. “?And when he-became of-twelve years, they going-up according-to the
custom of-the feast “*and having-finished the days, in [the] their returning, Jesus the Son
remained in Jerusalem and the parents of-him didJ not Lknow (it). #And having-thought him to-
be in the caravan, they-went (a) way of-(a)-day and began-to-look-for him among the relatives
and the acquaintances; 4Sand not having-found (him), they-returned to Jerusalem looking-for

him. 46And it-happened after three days, they-found him in the temple, sitting in (the) midst of-
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the-ones teaching, both listening-to them and questioning them. 47And all the-ones hearing-him
were-astounded at the understanding and the answers of-him.

8And having-seen him, they-were-astonished; and the mother of-him said to-him, “Son,
why did-you-do thus to-us? Behold, the father of-you and I—we-were-looking-for you worried.”

“And he-said to them, “Why? were-you-looking-for me? Did-youd not Lknow that it-
is/was-necessary for-me to-be in the-things of the Father of-me?”

NAnd they didJ not Lunderstand the word that he-spoke to-them.

S1And he-went-down with them and came to Nazareth and was subject to-them. And the
mother of-him was-treasuring-up all the things in the heart of-her. 3*And Jesus progressed [in

[the]]mS wisdom and stature and in-favor with God and man.

3*!Now in (the) fifteenth year of-the reign of-Tiberius Caesar, Pontius Pilate governing
[the] Judaea, and Herod being-tetrarch of-[the] Galilee, and Philip the brother of-him being-
tetrarch of-[the] Abilene, 2at-the-time-of (the) priesthood of Annas and Caiaphas—(the) word of-

God came to John, the son of-Zachariah, in the desert. And he-came into all the surrounding-

territory of-the Jordan, preaching (a) baptism of-repentance for remission of-sins,
written in (the) book of-(the)-words of-Isaiah the prophet,
“One shouting in the desert,
‘Prepare the way of-(the)-Lord;
make straight the paths of-him.
5Every low-place will-be-filled,
and every high-place and bump
will-be-leveled-out.
and the crooked places will-be [for] straight,
and the rough-places will-be [for] smooth roads.

SAnd all flesh will-see the salvation of-[the God.’”

7So he-was-saying to-the crowds traveling-out to-be-baptized by him,
“Generations of-snakes! Who warned you to-flee from the upcoming

wrath? 8So produce fruit[s] worthy of-[the] repentance; and do3 not Lbegin to-

say in yourselves, ‘We-have [the] Abraham (as a) father.’ For I-say to-you that

[the] God is-able to-raise-up children for-[the] Abraham from [the] these stones.

®Now indeed the ax also lies at the root of-the trees. So every tree not producing

good fruit is-being-cut-down and being-thrown into (the) fire.”

19And the crowds were-asking him, saying, “What then shall-we-do?”

" And having-answered, he-was-saying to-them, “Lets the-one having two tunics Lgive

to-one not having (any), and letd the-one having food[s] Ldo likewise.”

12And also tax-collectors came to-be-baptized, and they-said to him, “Teacher, what
shall-we-do?”

"But [the] Herod the tetrarch, being-rebuked by him about Herodias the wife
of-the brother of-him and about all (the) evil-things that [the] Herod did, 20added also this on all-
things: [and]™ he-locked [the] John in prison.

2 And it-happened in all the people’s [the] being baptized and Jesus’s having-been-
baptized and praying, the sky’s having-opened-up 223nd the Holy [the] Spirit’s having-come-
down onto him in-visible! bodily Lform, and/that (a) voice came out-of heaven, “You are the
beloved [the] Son of-me; in you I-delight.”

23And Jesus himself was starting (his ministry), being about thirty years old, (the) Son—
as was-supposed—

41 And Jesus, full of-(the)-Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was-being-led by

And he-didd not Leat
nothing/anything in [the] those days; and they having-been-finished, he-hungered.

3And the devil said to-him, “If you-are (the) Son of-[the] God, say to-[the] this stone [in-
order]-that it-become (a) loaf.”

4And [the] Jesus answered [to] him, “It-is-written [that],

‘I The] man shalld not Live on bread only.’”

SAnd having-ledd him Lup, he-showed him all the kingdoms of-the world in (a) moment
of-time. ®And the devil said to-him, “I-will-give you all [the] this authority and the glory of-
them, because it-has-been-given to-me and to-whomever I-desire to-give it. 'So if you bow-down
before me, all will-be of-you.”

8 And having-answered, the Jesus said to-him, “Ir-is-written,

‘You-shall-worship (the) Lord the God of-you,
and you-shall-serve him only.””

%And he-led him to Jerusalem and stood (him) on the pinnacle of-the temple, and said to-
him, “If you-are (the) Son of-[the] God, throw yourself down from-here, 1 ofor it-is-written,

‘He-will-command the angels of-him about you [the] to-guard you.’
ond [that]
‘They-will-carry you on (the) hands (of-them),
lest-at-any-time you strike the foot of-you against (a) rock.’”
2And having-answered, [the] Jesus said to-him [that], “/t-has-been-said,
“You-shall not I-tempt (the) Lord the God of-you.’”

BAnd having-finished every temptation, the devil went-away from him until (an)

opportunity (would come).

16And he-came to Nazareth, where he-was raised, and according-to the custom of-him,

he-went into the synagogue on the day of-the Sabbath[s] and stood up to-read. ’And (a) book
of-the prophet Isaiah was-given to-him; and having-unrolled the book, he-found the place where
it-was written,
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18“( The) Spirit of-(the)-Lord (is) on me,
Jor-the-sake-of which he-anointed me
to-preach to-(the)-poor.
He-has-sent me to-preach release to-captives
and sight to-(the)-blind
to-send-away in freedom (the) downtrodden,
19to-preach (the) acceptable year of-(the)-Lord.”
20And having-rolled-up the scroll, having-given (it) to-the attendant, he-sat-down; and the eyes
of-all in the synagogue were looking-at him. 2 And he-began-by-saying to them [that], “Today
[the] this scripture has-been-fulfilled in the ears of-you.”
12And all were-testifying to-him and were-marveling at the words of-[the] grace [the]
coming-out of the mouth of-him, and they-began to-say, “Is this-One not (the) son of-Joseph?”
2 And he-said to-them,

“No doubt you-will-say to-me, ‘Doctor, heal yourself. As-many-things-as
we-heard done in (the) Capernaum, do also here in the homeland of-you.’” 24And
he-said,

“Truly I-tell you that no prophet is welcomed in the homeland of-him.
4nd in truth I-say to-you, many widows were in [the] Israel in the days of-
Elijah, when [the] sky was-shut-up for three years and six months, when (a)
severe famine was on all the land/earth. 26 4nd Elijah was-sent to-none of-them
except’ to (a) widow woman in Zarephath of-Sidon. 2T 4nd many lepers were in

[the] Israel at-the time-of Elisha the prophet, and none of-them was/were
cleansed except’ Naaman the Syrian.”

28And they- all Lwere-filled-with anger in the synagogue, hearing these-things. YAnd
having-risen-up, they-threw him out of-the town, and led him to (a) brow of-the hill on which
their town was-built so-as-to throw- him Lover-the-cliff. 3*But he, having-passed through (the)
midst of-them, left.

3 And he-went-down to Capernaum, (a) city of-[the] Galilee, and he-was teaching on the
Sabbath[s]. 32 And they-were-being-astonished at the teaching of-him, because the word of-him
was with authority. 3 And in the synagogue was (a) man having (a) spirit of-(an)-unclean demon,

and it-cried-out with-(a)-loud voice,

35And [the] Jesus rebuked it, saying, “Be-quiet and come-out from him.” And having-
convulsed him, the demon came-out from him in the midst, having-harmed him nothing.

36And wonder came on all, and they-began to-talk to one-another, saying, “What (is)
[the] this word that with authority and power he-orders [the] unclean spirits and they-come-

out.” 37 And the news about him went-out into every place in the surrounding [the] countryside.
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38And having-arisen from the synagogue, he-went into the house of-Simon. And (the)
mother-in-law of-[the] Simon was sick with-(a) - high Lfever, and they-asked him about her.
3And having-stood over her, he-rebuked (the) fever, and it-left her. And immediately having-
gotten-up, she-started ministering to-them.

“0And the sun setting, all as-many-as had ones-being-sick with various diseases brought
them to him. *'And demons also were-coming-out from many, crying-out and saying [that],

“You are the Son of-[the] God.” And rebuking (them), he-wouldd not Lallow them to-speak,
because they-knew him to-be the Messiah.

2 And day having-come, having-gone-out into (an) unpopulated place [and] the crowd]s]
were/was-looking-for him, and/that they-came to him and tried-to-keep him [the] (that) he not
go-away from them. 43 And the/he said to them [that] and to-[the] other cities it-is-necessary for-
me to-preach the kingdom of-[the] God, because for this I-was sent. “*And he-was preaching in
the synagogues of-[the] Judaea.

5'And it-happened in the crowd[s] pressing-on him and hearing the word of-[the] God
and/that he-was standing beside [the] Lake Gennesaret, 2and he-saw two boats moored at-the-
edge the lake. And the fishermen, having-gotten-out from them, were-mending [the] nets. 3And

having-gotten into one of-the boats, which was of-Simon, he-asked him to-put out from the shore
(a)-little; and having-sat-down, he-began-to-teach the crowds out-of the boat.

4And when he-stopped speaking, he-said to [the] Peter, “Put-out into the deep-(water),
and let-down the nets of-you?' for (a) catch.”

SAnd having-answered, Peter said, “Master, through all night, having-worked, we-took
nothing. But at the word of-you, I-will-let-down the nets.” ®And having-done this, they-caught

the/their partners in the other boat [the], having-come, to-help them; and they-came and filled
both [the] boats so that they were-riding-low-in-the water.

8And having-seen, Simon Peter fell to-the knees of-Jesus, saying, “Go-away from me,
because I-am (a) sinful man, Lord.” *For amazement gripped him, and all the-ones with him at
the catch of-[the] fish that they-caught; %and likewise also James and John, sons of-Zebedee,
who were partners to-[the] Simon.

And [the] Jesus said to [the] Simon, “Do- not Lbe-afraid®s. From the now you's-will-be
catching men.” "'And having-brought the boats to [the] land, having-left all-things, they-
followed him.
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2And it-happened in [the] his being in one of-the towns, and/that, behold, (a) man full
of-leprosy (was there). And having-seen [the] Jesus, having-fallen on (his) face, he-begged him,
saying, “Sir, if you-are willing, you-are-able to-cleanse me.”

3And having-reached-out the/his hand, he-touched him, saying, “I-am-willing; be-
cleansed,” and immediately the leprosy went-away from him. 14And he charged him to-tell
nobody; but, “Having-gone-away, show yourself to-the priest, and offer for the cleansing of-you
even-as Moses commanded for (a) testimony to-them.” 15But instead, the word about him kept-
spreading, and many crowds were-coming-together to-hear and to-be-healed from the sicknesses
of-them. 1®But he was going-away in the uninhabited-places and praying.

7And it-happened on one of-the days and/that he was teaching, and sitting were
Pharisees and teachers-of-the-Law, who were come out-of every village of-[the] Galilee and
Judaea and Jerusalem; and (the) power of-(the)-Lord as unto [the] his healing. 18And behold,
men, carrying (a) man on (a) stretcher who was paralyzed, and they-were-trying to-
bringJ him Lin and to-put [him]™ before him. YAnd not finding what (ways) they-might-
bring! him Lin on-account-of the crowd, having-gone-up on the roof, they-letd him Ldown
through the tiles with the stretcher into the midst in-front-of [the] Jesus.

20And having-seen the faith of-them, he-said, “Man, the sins of-you are-forgiven to-you.”

2And the scribes and the Pharisees began to-argue, saying, “Who is this that speaks
blasphemies? Who is able to-forgive sins except’ [the] God only?”

22And [the] Jesus, having-known the reasonings of-them, having-answered, said to them,
“Why are you reasoning in the hearts of-you? BWwhich is easier, to-say, ‘The sins of-you are-
forgiven to-you’; or to-say, ‘Get-up and walk’? 2Byt in-order-that you-may-know that the Son
of-Man has authority on [the] earth to-forgive sins "—he-said to-the paralyzed-(man), “I-say to-
you, get-up, and having-picked-up the stretcher of-you, go to the house of-you.”

27And after these-things, he-went-out and he-saw (a) tax-collector, Levi by-name, sitting
at the tax-booth; and he-said to-him, “Follow me.”

(a) large crowd of-[the] tax-collectors and others who were with him sitting.

39And the Pharisees and the scribes of-them were-grumbling to the disciples of-him,

saying, “On-account-of what are-you-eating and drinking with [the] tax-collectors and
sinners?”
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M And having-answered, [the] Jesus said to them, “The-ones being-healthy do- not Lhave
need of-(a)-doctor, but the-ones having diseases. 21 _haved not Leome to-call righteous-(people)
but sinners to repentance.”

3And the/they said to him, “The disciples of-John fast often and offer-prayers, and
likewise do the (disciples) of-the Pharisees, but the (disciples) to-you eat and drink.”

34 And [the] Jesus said to them, “You-ared nor* Lable, “‘are-you, to-make the sons of-the
groom fast in-which/while the groom is with them? 3But days will-come, also when the groom will-
be-taken-away from them, then they-will-fast in those [the] days.”

36And he-started-telling to them (a) parable [that]:

“Nobody, having-torn (a) patch from (a) new garment, puts (it) on (an)

old garment. And except’ (he does), it-will-tear also the new, and the patch [the]

from the new willd not Lit with-the old. 3 dnd nobody puts new wine into old

wineskins. And except (he does), the new [the] wine will-burst the wineskins and

it will-be-poured-out and the wineskins will-be-destroyed. BBut new wine must-

be-put into new wineskins.

3 And nobody, having-drunk (the) old, wants (the) new, for he-says, ‘The
old is better.””

6:'And it-happened on (a) Sabbath, his passing through grain-fields, and/that the

disciples of-him were-plucking and were-eating the grain-heads, rubbing (them) with the/their
hands.

2And some of-the Pharisees said, “Why are-you?'-doing what is4 not Ylawful on-the
Sabbath[s]?”

3And having-responded to them, [the] Jesus said, “Did-youd not Lread what David did
when he hungered and the-ones [being]™ with him; 4 [when]™ he-entered into the house of-the

God and, having-taken the loaves of-[the] Presentation, he-ate and gave to-the-ones with him,
which is4 not Llawful to-eat except® the priests alone?”

SAnd he-was-saying to-them, “The Son of-[the] Man is Lord of-the Sabbath.”

Woe, [the] laughing-ones now,
because you-will-grieve and cry.
26Woe when all [the] men speak well of-you, the fathers of-you used-to-
treat the false-prophets according-to the same-things.

2TBut I-say to-you the-ones listening, love the enemies of-you, do well to-

the-ones hating you. 8Bless  the-ones cursing you, pray about the-ones
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from the-one taking the coat of-you's, do- notLwithhold the/your tunic. N70-
everybody asking you's, give; and from the-one taking [the] your-things
dod not Ldemand—(it)-back. 3 4nd even-as you'-want [in-order]-that [the] men do
to-you, do likewise to-them. 2 4nd if you?-love the-ones loving you, what grace is
to-you? For even [the] sinners love the-ones loving them. BForms even if you?'-
treat-well the-ones treating you Lwell, what grace [is]™ to-you? Even sinners do
the same-things. M 4nd if youP!-lend from whom you-hope to-receive, what grace
[is]™ to-you? Even sinners lend to-sinners [in-order|-that they-may-receive-back
the equal-things. 3SExcept, love?! the enemies of-you and treat-(them)-well and
lend expecting nothing Lback, and the reward of-you-will-be much; and you-
will-be sons of-(the)-Highest, because he is gracious to-the ungracious and evil.
36Ber! merciful even-as [also]™ the Father of-you is merciful.

34nd dod not Leriticize, and you-willd certainly not Lbe-criticized; and
dod not Leondemn, and you-willd certainly not Lbe-condemned; pardon, and you-
will-be pardoned. BGive and it-will-be-given to-you; good measure, pressed-

down, shaken-together, running-over they-will-give into the lap of-you. For by-
what measure you-measure it-will-be-measured-back to-you.”

3Now also he-told them (a) parable, “(4) blind-(man) isd not" Lable to-
lead (a) blind-(man), ‘“‘is-he? Will-theyd both not Yall into (the/a) ditch? **(4)
disciple/student is not above the/a teacher, and everybody fully-taught will-be like
the teacher of-him. M dnd why will-you look-at the/a speck-of-sawdust [the] in the
eye of-the brother of-you, and not notice the log [the] in your-own eye? 2How
are-you-able to-say to-the brother of-you, ‘Brother, let (me) to-take-out the speck-
of-sawdust [the] in the eye of-you,” yourself not seeing the log in the eye of-you?
Hypocrite! Take-out first the log from the eye of-you, and then you-will-see-
clearly to-take-out the speck-of-sawdust [the] in the eye of-the brother of-you.

B For (a) good tree does not bear bad fruit, neither again (does) (a) bad
tree bear good fruit. MEor each tree is-known by [the] its-own fruit; for they-
dod not Lgather figs from thistles, nor do-they-harvest (a) bunch-of-grapes from
(a) thorn-bush. **The/A good man out-of the good treasure of-the/his heart
brings-forth the good, and the evil-(man) out-of the evil-(treasure) brings-forth
the evil. For out-of (the) abundance of-(the)-heart the mouth of-him speaks.

46" And why do-you-call me, ‘Lord, Lord,” and do- not Ldo what-things I-
say? 47Everyb0dy [the] coming to me and listening-to the words of-me and doing
them—I-will-show to-you who he-is like. Bre-is like (a) man building (a) house,
who dug and was-going-deep and put (the) foundation on the bedrock. And (a)
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flood having-happened, the river swept-against [the] that house, and it-
was not Lstrong-enough to-shake it on-account-of [the] its being-built well.
YAnd the-one having-heard and not having-done is like (a) man building (a)
house on the dirt without (a) foundation, againstd which the river Lswept, and
immediately it-fell, and the ruin of-[the] that house was great.”

31“Theref0re to-whom will-I-liken the men of-[the] this generation and

what it-is like. 3*T, hey-are like kids [the] in the market-place, sitting and calling-

‘We-played-a-flute for-you, and you-did not Ldance;

BFor John the Baptist has-come, not eating bread nor drinking wine, and you-
say, ‘He-has (a) demon.’
